Welcome/Introductions:  Kris Sherrill of Southern Illinois Healthcare welcomed everyone to the meeting and introductions were given of all in attendance.  
Approval of Agenda:  Agenda stands approved.
Approval of January 27, 2011 Meeting Minutes:  Minutes stand approved as written.

Agency Presentation:  Karla Rivas Shetter, Program Coordinator for Shawnee Health Service gave this month’s agency presentation on the Farmworker Health Program.  
Types of Farmworkers 

1)  Migrant Farmworkers – seek annual employment and will follow the harvest season from region to region.

2) Seasonal Farmworkers – remain in one location for work and are often employed for a few season out of the year (or their responsibilities change throughout the year).

Facts about Farmworkers

· Basics
· Over 3 million migrant and seasonal farmworkers in the United States.

· Serving as the backbone for a multi-billion dollar agricultural industry.
· Average age for farmworkers is 31. (80% are men, 84% speak Spanish, 12% are able to speak English)

· The median level of education is the 6th grade.

· Economic Contribution

· Farm labor supports the 28 billion fruit and vegetable industry; 85% of which is hand harvested and/or cultivated.

· Without the seasonal influx of migrant farm labor during peak season periods the production of fruits and vegetables crops would not be possible.

· The farmworker presence has been shown to increase the overall economic output of the regions in which they work.

· Wages and Benefits

· Some of the most economically disadvantaged people in the US.

· Nearly three-quarters of US farmworkers earn less than $10,000 a year. (according to the National Agricultural Workers Survey)

· Rarely have access to workers compensation, occupational rehabilitation, or disability compensation benefits.

· Only 12 states provide farmworkers with workers compensation to the same degree as other workers.

· In other states farmworker coverage is optional but not required by state law.

· Housing

· Often substandard (overcrowded, lack of sanitation and working appliances and with structural defects)

· A recent study found that 29% of farmworkers paid more than 30% of their income in housing.

· Health and Social Services

· Unsanitary working and housing conditions make this population vulnerable to health conditions no longer considered to be threat to the general public.

· Poverty, frequent mobility, low literacy, language, cultural and logistic barriers impede farmworkers to access social services and cost effective primary health care.

· Economic conditions make farmworkers reluctant to miss work in order to seek health services.

· Not protected by sick leave and risk losing their jobs if they miss a day of work.

· These cause farmworkers to postpone seeking health care unless their condition becomes so severe that they cannot work relying then on expensive emergency room care.

History of SHS Migrant Health Program

Shawnee Health Service Migrant Health Program was housed in trailers at a Migrant camp in Cobden, IL from 1973 until 2005.

Also occupied by SuCasa Migrant and Seasonal Head Start and operated by the Illinois Migrant Council.

Relocated at the Murphysboro Health Center since 2005.
